From the 1979 Book of Common Prayer (P. 507) 

The liturgy for the dead is an Easter liturgy. It finds all its meaning in the 

resurrection. Because Jesus was raised from the dead, we, too, shall be raised.  

The liturgy, therefore, is characterized by joy, in the certainty that “neither 

death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor things present, nor things to 

come, nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will 

be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.” 

This joy, however, does not make human grief unchristian. The very love we 

have for each other in Christ brings deep sorrow when we are parted by death. 

Jesus himself wept at the grave of his friend. So, while we rejoice that one we 

love has entered into the nearer presence of our Lord, we sorrow in sympathy 

with those who mourn.

Ron was born in Canonsburg, PA, on May 8, 1946, the third child of Louis 

and Bernice Marwood. He graduated as president of his senior class from 

Chartiers Valley High School, where he met his wife, Jennifer, an exchange 

student from England. 

He received a BS in Economics from the Wharton School of the University of 

Pennsylvania. After college, he was drafted into the Army and entered 

Infantry Officer Candidate School (OCS), graduating first in his class. He then 

transferred to Military Intelligence and attended German language school. 

Jennifer and Ron were married in 1970 before beginning married life in 

Germany, where he served for two years. After completing his Army service, 

he attended the London School of Economics, where he was awarded an MS 

in International Relations. In 1975 they moved to New York City, where Ron 

began his financial career at Chase Manhattan Bank as a bank officer, first in 

International Banking and later in the Treasury Department. After leaving 

the bank, he began a second career teaching economics at Suffolk County 

Community College. 

In his spare time, he enjoyed sailing, playing tennis, visiting Mexico, and 

playing poker. He was a former Vestry member of St. Mark’s Church, 

Commodore of the Westhampton Yacht Squadron, and a longtime member 

of Quantuck Beach Club. 

He is survived by his loving wife, Jennifer; his daughters, Abigail Romeo 

(John) and Emma Marwood (Miguel); his granddaughters, Rhys and Pippa; 

his sister, Patricia Gallagher (Bernard); and many cherished nieces and 

nephews. 

He was preceded in death by his parents, Louis and Bernice; his brother, 

David; his sister, Judith; his brother-in-law, Tom; and his nephew, Darryl. 

Ron will be remembered for his quiet intelligence, curiosity about the world, 

and the deep love he had for his family.
